Reat Earthquakes at that time happenedin Beotia; and Achaia, and other

parts of Greece, about the Gulfe of Crifienn, overthrowing many Cities, as

Cheraned, ((orone, Patia,and Nampattus. Many men perifhed, and in ma-

nyplaces, by the renting of the Earth, were made bottomlefle holes; fome
whercof clofed again afterward, fome continue ftill fo, that the peopleare to com-
paffe much Ground to come to one another. The arme of the Sea between Zheflaly
and Beotia flowed up into the land about the City of Echine, & Scarphia in Beotia,
& overwhelmed all the Towns there: The waters fay long,& men weat into the Hand
lying upon that atm of the Sea on dry fand;while the Sea leaving her ancient current
covered the firm land even to the mountaines. Afterward it returned to the channels
again Jeaving the fifhes upon the land;a Rrange & prodigious accident;For fome tri-
ed to feeth and eat them 3 but no fooner heated, but they turned to a flymy matter,
extreamly putrifiedIn one town, where the geeateft breach was, the people being
alfembled at a great feftivall, more mén perifhu ehen in all Greece befide.

The Goths upon fight of che fleet rofe from their fiege in much fear
and tumult, and fled fome by (eato Toarentum , otherstan from their trenches up
tothe mountain of Scvilennn. Thefe things much deiected the Goths : And Ragnarss
Commander of the Garrifonin Turentsm,; and ilerras of that in Archerontia, .
wo principll Goths, with their Souldicrs aflent, had a treaty with Bacurius, the ‘
Somnc of Peranius, Commander of the Repans in Otranto , for teceiving affurane
tesfrom the Emperour, and thereupon to defiver up the towne§ ifi thewe Gliard: the
Capitulation Bacnrins took witli hitm to Conflantinsple. And now Narfes marcht
from Salens againtt Toritas,wich a very gallant army;having received much treafure
from the E:mperor to fevy & furnifh che fame, & above al to pry to the Souldiers in
Ily their arveares, which were grown great, being due for tany years.He was with
thismony alfo to invite therevolted,to terurn again from the Goths to the Romans.

- Nfes laughed at the Letter, and the vanity of the Gothe, and forthwith began
fisjoneney, Yeaving Faffinits in Ravenna with a Garrifon. At dviminum l¢ found
the Bridge newly taken up by the Gorbs, and bis paflage noteatic; by the Bridgeit
(lfewas never any paffage buc by one maa a brealt, unarmed and a foot,with much
adoe; though none diturbed; but now numbers oppofing, it was not poflible to
feity over, Nsrfes cameto the phce where the Bridge had been, and {tudyed up-
anfome expedient in this ditticulty.

tions, upon condition not to be put under the fubje@ion of the Emperonr, butty
live free with fome other Barburian Nation. Theyincreated the Romans alfy to gl
ford them a peaceable reteeat, and in a moderate confideration of their fortune, to
beftow their owne Goods upon them for their journey, fuch as they had left in an
Callles of Jraly. Narfesheld a confuliation hereupon, where ?clm advifed him o
rant the Petition, and to contend no more with men weary of their lives, nor to
ﬁirr a courage growing from defperation, which commonly proves facall, bothto
the men poflefled withit, and to fuch as encounter them. T'o moderate men ( quoth
he ) itis enoughto be Victorious, whercas the defire of too much may end in fome
inconvenience. Narfes allowing the advice , they agreed upon conditions, Tha
the Gorhs fhould have their Goods , and immediately go out of Draly ¢ and chat
they fhould never bear Armes againf the Romans,  About a thoufand Gaths of this
Company went away to Picensm, and the parts beyond the River Pae, commanded |
