III this manner thd
miferics qf the State daily increafing, it was
lJl1!nH~H by Cxp¢l'~ence, That certain bounds
cannot be prctCribed to the wickedncfs of Man)'
a~ld tbat whcIJ it is confirmed by precede.llt ex­
amples, and maintained and fitpportcd by great
pcrfons, and .power and authority, gives it
mean, to exert,. and thow its felf againH Infe...
rim's; no ImtU pm tell how far it wi)) extend,
but by the greatnc{S of the miferies which it
p.ults down upon the people. . And thefe wero
the J\.fagifiratcs in falbion under· the Reign of
Jlljril1ia1t. .

It often fell out, that the Huns invaded the
Lands ,of thc Empire, and ~he Comrpanderi in
Thrllcia and IUyrhmz haviuf; reColved to charge
dIcm in their Retreat, they received cxprcfS
Orders from the Emperor to the contrary, as
being allied with him;againft the Gothi, and the
f,Cft which were Enemies to the vel'Y name of
the ]{l1pz,l1Ir.

Tlle Barbllria}lJ' making urc of that DecaGon;
retreated, after. they had committed a thoufiuul
Ol,ltragcs upon the Subjects of the Empire, am[
the lDorc, becaufc they found they thould paf~

as AlLies, though they carried with them 3 van::
t}eal of plt.mder, and great quantity of prifoners.
Thel'uaJ911tJ unahIe to endure, that their Wive~
and (:hiJdren fhould be carried into captivity')
got·tpgether in confidcrable numbers, pm'Cued,
overtook) .charged, defeated the narbaritlJtf, aIid
. '. .. Ilavil1O'
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baving taken aU tneir B~ggagc, they recoveicd
their prifoners') and all the ij>oil that they had
loft: But this vidory was very unfortunate td
the PeaftlJttI, for the Emperor feht SoldIers a.
mongft them, who beat, ~nd wouhded, and
abufed them, and eat up .the whole Couiltrey,
till they had furrendred the, HorCes which they
had taken from the Barbarianl. .

When ]rQl:inialZ and 1heodora had quit them.
felves of Jobll de Cappadocia, they looked out
for another to put in his plate; but they reCol..
vcd to chufe ndnc; but' the worfl: that they could
bnd, .that· he might be a faithful miniftcr of the
cruelty and opprcffioll which they dcfigncd
againfi their Subjects. For this ieafon they were
very curiQus in examining the fpirit and hUnibrs
of aU people about the Court; but finding'
none of them bad enough, they ga*e the phcc
(pro tempore) to one 11Jeodol1lt, w110' though no'
Saint, waS not fo wicked as they defiled, at
length, after Jon.g and diligent fearch') they
found out a certain S)rri.m,ca\lccl Peter 8arzames,
who had been a Banker by profcffion; this
RaCcal had got a great fuin of Money together
by his cunning and juggling, cheating the rc'"
ccivcrs., and other perfans , with the greateR
dexterity in the World, l1imming their MO"ncy
as they were telling it, fo neatly, it was h~rd to
perceive him; and when he was taken;. he had
the impudence to fwear them down, that it
fiuck to his fingers.' .'

His next exploit was, to
expofc to falc the Offices and Commands with
the greatefi infamy that ever Man did 'fellino'
thc~n Im~ch cheaper t? :1ny that was r~atly fo~~
::I,n III achon; abandOnIng the goods and the
IIv(;') of the people of the Pl'Ovinces,to the'lll
who bought the Governments, and transferring
to them, a!l the po~~r which the Emperor hact
grallte~ 111m of pIlling and plundering with
unpUntty, as foon as ever they had paid thch.
MOlley; fo that, what ever they received ot'
d:c hlood and lives of the Subject, W<l~ imme­
diately .conveyed into the Callers of the Em...
peror.

There were IikcwiCc Diabolical Councils and
Conventions abollt the dcHrl1ction of Cities
h;!d in ,the cheif Courts in Con/ril1uhlOpl(.', and
(If) rmllakc not) by pubJick allowance; for
from that time, omcers were created with the
t1tle of CaPelim'f, and difirihutcd into the Pro­
vinc~~!r, to ~aifc Money under pretence of JuHicc ;
bm III reality to rcimburfc thcmfelvcs of what

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they haa given for their places, which tll(:y levi"
cd upon fneh as were culpable with man mer­
dlcrs cruelty. At 1,cngth retc~' himfc1f, among
t hofe whom he imploycd in his exadions, hav­
ing tried many, found fome who cheated him,
and laid up for th~mrcIves; nnd this was not
his misfortune alone, but every mans who had
horne the [aid office before, and after him; the
Maners of the Offices, and fitch as had been ad..
vanccd for their money or prc[cllts; the Over"
{eel's of the EmpcfOl'S particular Dcmdils; and
in few words, all the MagHlratcs, not only in
CO}~fl(ll1tiJJ()l'l~ ') but the whole Empire: For in
fltOrt, from the time that l1IJrhli,l}/ (the grciltdt
Tyrant that ever was) had the adminiftracion of
Affairs, there was not one place, but he {()Id
himfclf, or his Minill:crs under hand; and thofe
who bought them, were ohligell to fcrvc him
long, with much trouble and great lars.

J,lj"tiJli'lJI had lllade grcat pl'Ovifion of Corn
in GOJ~{l-ftJttill(l/Jh', aUlI IIcpt it till the greaten:
part of it fhrunk ; llcverthdcfs, though it wag
not fit to be tired, he {c)rccd the: Cities in the
EaH to take it off on his hands, each of thcm a
cCl"t:tin proporti()n, :Jnd fold it to them at a
much dearer rate, then if it had been good:
So tbt the poor Citizens \vc:rc cOllHraincd {o
throw it into the Sea, or the Common-Chores,
thour,h it had coft them it) deal'. And for th~t
which was good, though there was great quan­
tities of it in the Granaries in C01tjttmtiJrople,
the Emperor eaured it to be {(-lId to rneh Towns

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Provinces, from whence it was cxto1'tcd and
fent t!lither. But the next yeJr there being a
fcardty of Corn, and the Ships having tranC­

~aving well co~fidert:d at a WJy, at length he
pitched upon tillS, to eaufe all the Com to be
tranfported out of 1'bl<zce, l'bl:>'I~i.l, alld J>ltb),lti:l,
to Coit!f,mtiJtlJple, and to compel the Inhabitants
of thofe Pl'Ovinccs to convey it thcmfi:lvcs. to
the Ports, where they were to (hip it with a
great dC:llof pains, and cany it by Sea to Con..
Jf,Wliitll!J/"; having experimented in their pa( s­
age, all the dangers that could be incurred, in a
til lIen and omragious Sea.

Whcn they were arrived thorowall thofe dif.­
ficulties, and had perfected their voyage, they
had but a third part of their due paid them for
their pains, and the loffcs' they received were (0
great and conliderablc) they had better have
given away their Corn) and twice as much
more: Yet all this l)rovifiol1 was too fimlll for
the fittlcnance of fo popUlous a City, fcveral
pccfons went to cOl11rl~il1 to the Emperor, and
rcmonllratc the true fiate of affairs. The Sol­

Some tbere arc l1olwuhfiandlllg, who
affirm That Pat'/' forced '1 h::odul..t to be his
friend' by vertl1C of certain charms, though llJ(~
was n;turally his Enemy. The truth is, all hL"
life long he had applied himfdf much to In­
chantments, and Ne:crom:mcy, holding great
correfpondcnce with the Mallic!Je,ms , becaufc
they fiudicd them much, 311d were open favorers
of thofe Arts, as B.li'zames was of them. Though

l' eta, as I f:lid before, fitccccding Jolm, in
the management of the Trcafiuy, was the caufc
of a thourancl miferics toparticular pcrfons, hav­
ing imbc1led the J.'\md,which of a long time had
been l'uifing by an anticnt ami laudable cufiom,
for the relief of [everal pOOl" families:, fending
part of it to the Emperor, and l{ceping the reft
for himfelf, whcl:eby he acquired valt riches,
whiten they died with hunger, who had no"
thing eIfe to maintain them, but thofe annual
Contributions. Bcfidcs which, he coyned Money
of Gold, much Ids then the fonner, and made
it currant by Proclamation.

Thefe in the Reign of JuJUili,lJt wcrc thc per­
fons, who managed all the Ofliccs, and publick
imploymcnts.

There arc called his Domeftick
Guards) or his Protectors; They never go to
the Wans, and ::\.1'e never received into the
Emperors l>alacc but nccordint~ to their Ran!{s.
l)ar( of tilde were conlhmtly in CarBon in
CfnljLmtil10l'le, others in Galati." and others
in othCl' of the l)l'Ovinccs. By the fiullc fitb­
tiltyand m-tiii<;c, JUJliili(l/t conHraincd them not
to demand ofhim their Ancal's: But to bring all
that may be raid of this fubjcCl:, to onc point;

For fueft perfous, by auticnt Infiitution there
was efiablifhcd a Fund of above 10000 Live,'s
of Gold every year, to the end that having a
comfortable and honorable filotiHancc for them..

people: which indeed was n vtry good thing,
to oblige the Officers, and iucourage them to
accquit themfclvcs handRHl:lly of their impJoy~

incnts in tho adminHlration of pllblid< affairs,
But this unmerciful I>rince having retrenched
all their penfions, and taken from them all
means to filbfifi, ruined not only them., but
many others bdidcs: for as we cannot but be
the better for fome peoples plenty, fo we mutt
needs fuffer dammagc when they are undone,
in whofe plcnty wc tlulrcd.

poffclfcd, bccaufc he left a Sifiel'l, Son, who
was in ~aw to be his heir :- But the Emperor got
both their cHates into hi5 hands, giving only a
third part to ~hcir heirs ~ and that was the way
bc cxprcffcd his tcndel'llc(, for the J,..aws, and
his moderation to the Children of thofc Pedons,
who had been his great F'avorites whilefi they
were Jiving.
